 Pupils know that Christians believe in God and that they 
find out about him in the Bible.

They can find and say what 
some of these ideas are in the parable of the Lost Son and/or the Story 
of Jonah.  

 They know that Christians believe that God is loving kind forgiving and 
fair. They know that Christians worship God and pray to him. They can 
identify different types of prayer i.e. Praise: saying sorry: asking: and 
saying thank you.
